	ANGLE 
	An angle consists of two different rays with the same endpoint
	

	SIDES of an ANGLE
	The rays are called the sides of an angle.
	

	VERTEX of an ANGLE
	The endpoint is the vertex of an angle.
	

	MEASURE of an ANGLE
	In ‹ABC, BA and BC can be matched one to one with real numbers from 0 to 180. The measure of ‹ABC is equal to the absolute value of the difference between the real numbers for BA and BC.

	

	ACUTE ANGLE
	An angle whose measure is between 0˚ and 90˚
	

	RIGHT ANGLE
	An angle that measures 90˚.
	

	OBTUSE ANGLE
	An angle whose measure is between 90˚ and 180˚.
	

	STRAIGHT ANGLE
	An angle that measures 180˚.
	

	CONGRUENT ANGLES
	Angles with the same measure.
	

	ANGLE BISECTORS
	A ray that divides an angle into two congruent angles.
	

	ANGLE ADDITION POSTULATE
	If P is in the interior of ‹RST, then the measure of ‹RST is equal to the sum of the measures of ‹RSP and ‹PST.
	

	
	If P is in the interior of ‹RST, then m‹RST = m‹RSP + m‹PST
